A CALL TO SHARE IN THE WORK OF CARING
Today is World Day of Prayer for Vocations, a day that we Christians are invited to reflect on the meaning of God's call and to pray for vocations. Concerning Christian calling, it is said that "all are priests, some are priests, only one is a priest." The unique priesthood of our Lord Jesus Christ, the one mediator between God & humanity has always been acknowledged by Christians. The universal priesthood of all believers, the sharing of all the baptized in the priesthood of Christ, has received special emphasis since Vatican II. What seems to be hard for many people today to understand is the ministerial priesthood of some of the faithful, those who are called to make a life-long commitment to serve as ordained ministers. There was a society of missionary priests who used to advertise themselves as, "Join us and see the world." This advertisement promises the would-be missionary a life of world-wide sightseeing but says nothing of the sacrifice which is part and parcel of the daily life of the priests. A message like that could easily lead to a misunderstanding of the meaning of ordained priests for those who read the advertisement. Today's gospel, on the other hand, gives us a very different picture of the ministry. The gospel speaks of shepherds. The Latin word for shepherd is "pastor," which is what we call a priest who is responsible for ministering to a Catholic Christian community or parish. According to the Bible, the life of a shepherd is one of personal self-giving and sacrifices. Today, Jesus the Good Shepherd is inviting everyone in the Church to share in the work of caring for the flock in our own little ways. But he also calls some from among us to a life-long commitment to the work of shepherding the flock of God. These people are called to share more closely than the rest of the believers in the life and work of Jesus the Good Shepherd.
